Background (Why we want to communicate ?)

The desolant view and the lack of respect for this special place transformed it into a
public garbage area, risking the future of the Danube Delta, as we know it today.
If we do not act now, organized as voluntary groups in order to clean the space, soon this
will vanish from any touristic map and will become a special place only in our memory.

The drama of this place is the contradiction between the special ecosystem, its unique-
ness (considering the global scale) and the disastrous impact of the modern human
presence/interaction in the same area.

What is the key insight!?

What is the key message!?

Treat Danube Delta humanly, before plastic generation does.
The new plastic fauna will soon replace the one that UNESCO declared once upon a time
the “Reservation for the Biosphere.”
